The Cost of Discipleship – 5 Leader’s Guide


1. If we say yes to Jesus, He becomes our boss. What is our role in the relationship? (We are stewards or managers for him.)
2. According to Jesus, what is our relationship to our possessions as believers? See Luke 14:33. (We need to hold our possessions loosely. If Jesus shows us we need to let go of something, we should do it!)
3. What does Jesus teach about treasures on earth? See Matthew 6:19. (He teaches we should NOT store up treasures on the earth. They won’t last. Moths will eat our favorite clothes. Rust will destroy our favorite cars or machines. Thieves will steal our possessions.)  
4. According to Matthew 6:20, where should we store our treasures? Why? (We should store up our treasures in heaven. They are no moths, rust, or thieves. Treasures in heaven will last.)
5. In Matthew 6:21, Jesus says, “Your heart will always be where your treasure is.” What does he mean? (Your life and thoughts will always be focused on your treasure. What we value determines where we spend our time and energy.)
6. Jesus speaks of 2 masters in Matthew 6:24. Who are they? (God and Money.)
7. Can we serve both masters? Why? (NO! A strong love-filled relationship with wealth and “things” will pull our hearts away from God.)
8. What does Jesus teach about “things” in Matthew 6:33? (We need to put the kingdom and our relationship with God first. If we do, God promises to meet our needs for food, clothing, and “things”.)
